Truck Stop Scanning 

Are you tired of overnight delivery services not being available on weekends and holidays?  Is the postal 
service not quick enough for you?  MCT Transportation is in the process of getting ready to accept docu-
ments that have been scanned in from our terminals and also from truck stops.  Terminal and truck stop 
scanning will provide individual owner/operators and fleets of all sizes same day access to delivery docu-
ments.  This will improve overall cash flow by allowing owners and drivers to be paid quicker, faster billings 
to customers and will provide a simple, reliable document delivery service without regard to weekends or 

holidays. 
 

The driver or individual owner/operator will scan the documents in at 
one of our terminals or a truck stop.  This would in-

clude the trip card, all bills of ladings, logs and any 
reimbursements (tolls, lumpers, etc.).  A short time 
after they are scanned, those same documents will 
be available to whoever is set up to receive them.  
The original documents should be retained until the 
pay is received for that trip. 
 

As was previously stated, MCT Transportation is in 
the process of getting this all set up.  You will re-
ceive more information as we get closer to the “go” 
date.  The target date to accept documents from 
truck stops or our other terminals is in 2008.  This 
will be an improvement for drivers, owners and

“Referral Bonus Program”  MCT is looking for drivers that own their own trucks, as we are a 100% Owner 
Operator Fleet.  Give Recruiting a name and number or have the Independent Contractor call us.  If we hire 
the driver and put their truck on you will receive $500 on their first dispatch and then 1 cent per mile for the 
next 2 years.  That is on every mile he or she is dispatched.  
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Tire Chain/Load Lock Purchase Program 
Reminder To All MCT Qualified Drivers:   
Effective October 15th through April 15th all equipment leased to MCT is required to have two sets of 
single chains and one set of double chains. 
 

We have a purchase program with Sioux Falls Kenworth on cable chains (approved in all 48 states 
depending on road conditions regulated by that state’s DOT), link chains, and load locks.  To purchase 
chains, you must receive approval from the truck owner.  For pricing on the cable chains contact Sioux 
Falls Kenworth or the MCT Shop.  Then you may purchase up to $300 worth of quality chains by 
presenting your MCT driver qualification card and truck number at Sioux Falls Kenworth.  If the bill is over 
$300, prior approval must be obtained from the Settlement Department.  MCT will bill the truck for the 
chains.   
 

If you need chains after hours or weekends, you must phone Sioux Falls Kenworth.  They are open 
Monday through Friday from 7:00 AM to 10:00 PM and Saturday from 8:00 AM to 1:00 PM.  Their toll-free 
number is 1-800-657-8081.  The chains can be delivered to MCT’s Shop in Sioux Falls, if requested. 

Tire Chain/Load Lock Purchase Program

Alabama:  Required in snow, or other conditions that cause a 
vehicle to slide or skid. 
Arizona:  Required when weather conditions require their use. 
California:  Required when and where posted because of 
weather conditions.  1 set doubles – 1 drive; 1 set singles – 
Trailer – staggered. 
Colorado:  Required when and where posted because of 
weather conditions.  In some areas of the state, lighted 
variable message signs will also alert drivers of the chain-up 
information. 
Connecticut:  Vehicles may be equipped, if weather 
conditions require, from Nov. 15th through April 1st. 
Delaware:  May be used because of conditions. 
D.C.:  May be used under slippery conditions. 
Georgia:  When weather conditions require use. 
Idaho:  Only when conditions exist. 
Illinois:  May be used when required for safety. 
Indiana:  Required for safety due to conditions. 
Iowa:  Required if weather conditions warrant.   
Kansas:  Required for safety due to conditions.   
Maryland:  Requires chains or snow tires on both drive wheel. 
axles when signs are posted. 
Massachusetts:  Permitted between Nov. 1st and May 1st and 
at other times the registrar authorizes. 
Michigan:  May be used between Nov. 1st and April 1st.  
Minnesota:  May be used when conditions warrant. 
Mississippi:  May be used when conditions warrant.   
Montana:  When required for safety because of snow or other 
conditions that may cause a vehicle to skid. 
Nebraska:  For safety because of snow or other  
conditions. 
Nevada:  Required on driving and all braking wheels when 
highways are posted. 

New Hampshire:  When required for safety. 
New Jersey:  May be used if conditions warrant. 
New Mexico:  Required when likely to encounter certain 
weather conditions. 
New York:  Chain use regulated. 
North Carolina:  Required if likely to encounter weather 
requiring them. 
Oklahoma:  Required during special seasons. 
Oregon:  Required when and where posted because of 
weather conditions.  In some areas of the state, lighted 
variable message signs will also alert drivers of the chain-up 
information. 
Pennsylvania:  May be used temporarily during periods of ice 
and snow. 
Rhode Island:  Permissible during periods of ice and snow. 
South Carolina:  Permissible during conditions warranting 
use.   
South Dakota:  Only permissible from Oct. 1st to April 30th 
during conditions warranting use. 
Tennessee:  Must carry chains if likely to encounter weather 
conditions warranting use. 
Texas:  One set required when conditions warranting use. 
Utah:  May be used in certain weather conditions. 
Virginia:  May be used between Oct. 15th and April 15th. 
Washington:  May be used if conditions warrant.  Nov. – April 
– one set doubles for one drive; 1 set singles for 2nd drive; 1 
set singles for trailer. Carry extra set of singles in case 
required chains are broken or damaged. 
West Virginia:  May be used if conditions warrant. 
Wyoming:  Required when likely to encounter slippery 
conditions. 
No Chain Laws:  Florida, Kentucky, Louisiana, Missouri, 
North Dakota, Ohio, Vermont, and Wisconsin.
